Mike Smooker (MS), Civilian Crime Prevention Unit, Aviation Policing

Thanked the forum and chair for allowing him to give his update first:

e Money Lane, West Drayton: Addressed issues with cars parked on the street; discussed
with responsible individual, but unclear if behaviour will change. Monitoring the situation.

e Meet and Greet Parking: Main issue is legally parked cars; little action possible if they
have insurance and MOT.

e British Parking Association (BPA) Update: New meet and greet operator scheme going
live; will allow stricter document checks for membership. Enforcement to start soon.

¢ Hillingdon Borough Company: Director identified; Trading Standards and police planning
action. Fewer complaints, but Toyota Highlanders near Heathrow are targeted for theft.

e Colnbrook Village Hall carpark: being used again for meet & greet parking — will
continue to monitor.

Colnbrook Resident’s Association, Chair — 7he causes of obstruction on the roads doesn’t seem
to be enforced very often or police patrolling. Obstructions such as narrow road parking,
opposite bus stops, near reservations these are some of the issues in Colnbrook.

the size of the enforcement team alongside the funding from Heathrow
e Initial feedback is positive

The new website is still under
construction, but we are able to share some of the developments while the team carry on
working behind the scenes, taking on board your feedback.

with comparable data for the airports and motorways for balance.

e Not clear on the difference of dangerous and low air pollution levels - it's very hard to

analyse the data.

Enhanced Website Design: The landing page is now more engaging, interactive, and user-
friendly, moving beyond just air quality data. The interactive map allows zooming and
encourages deeper exploration.

Air Quality Lesson: Starts with an introduction to air quality. Clicking on monitoring stations
provides more detailed information than the UK air quality site, including live and transparent
data.

Simplified Data: Data is simplified further down the page to make it more relatable, adding a
human touch rather than overwhelming with graphs.

Pollutant Information: The site clarifies common confusion about banding. Data sourced is
from the UK Government, not Heathrow. Comprehensive pollutant data is provided, with
emphasis on sources and aviation-related contributions (highlighted if over 5%).

Alerts Subscription Service: New feature allows users to register with their email to receive
alerts for moderate or high pollution forecasts. Users can choose to be notified the day before or
the morning of the alert, which will include the timing of the spike and a link to Government
advice.

Forecast Insights: The forecast consistently shows 'LOW," due to current levels baseline levels
being below UK AQ objectives. Developers are exploring options to display information about
the last pollution spike for more detailed insights.

Modelled Air Quality Maps: The site uses 2021 Department for Environment, Food & Rural
Affairs (DEFRA) models, independent of Heathrow. Current air quality around Heathrow is good,
with readings of 20-30, below the UK legal limit of 40 and World Health Organisation’s (WHO)
25. Historical data is available, showing past readings as high as 50-60, but this year no
exceedances of EU or UK limits have occurred.

Comparison Tool: Developers from Ricardo created a tool comparing air quality between
Heathrow (22 monitors) and key London locations, which is more than in the London congestion
charging zone. The tool compares live data from an airwatch sensors, and one located in Russell
Square Gardens, as well as a roadside sensor on Marylebone Road.

Motorway Comparison: A motorway comparison was suggested but is not feasible due to the
lack of representative sensors near motorways.

Longford Resident’s Association — Have you noticed any difference in air quality since ULEZ has
been involved?

Heathrow — The Greater London Assembly (GLA) have published a report with their exact
findings, it was a significant amount, but that would be for them to comment on rather than us.
We have seen a very steady decrease in the past few years, it would be hard to say which factor
would be feeding into that data. Inner London Ultra Low Emission Zone Expansion One Year

Longford Resident’s Association — An observation - in the example you shared where Heathrow
was at 29 and Marylebone Road was at 42, they were both showing as green, however if it’s
over 40 and a risk from a World Health Organisation (WHQO) perspective why would it flag as
green and not red?

Heathrow — thank you for flagging, the website is still under development so we will bring this
to the developer’s attention. As shown on another map anything over 40 comes under as red,
on our scale that would be red. The numbers will relate to the banding to keep its consistency
throughout the whole site.

Stop Heathrow Expansion — Have you approached the various groups on what points they would
like to highlight? As the results are showing positive you might want to show a more balanced
result to gain neutral points from the groups? Also, on the FAQ would you be getting questions
from the general public?

Heathrow — We will have in place annual revisions so we can see which parts of the website
people are engaging with, possibly highlighting FAQ's which are being the most viewed. The
new website will be evolving.

Iver Parish Council — When you say air quality what are you referring too? Are the pollutants
combined on the website?

Heathrow — Our main concern is nitrogen dioxide (NOx) from sources like aircraft, road
transport, and boilers. We also monitor fine particulate matter (PM), as evolving science links it
to health effects. PM and NOx are most relevant to Heathrow and local emissions. The website
will allow users to switch between pollutants. Our website developers also created AQ
monitoring websites for Air Quality England and Air Quality Wales.

Longford Resident Association— What particulates are you focusing on? E.q. diesel engines,
particulates from braking such as brake pads, particulates from tyres? What are you actually
measuring?

Heathrow — We measure by size, anything under 2.5mg, 10mg and also ultra-fines. 2.5mg is
what you breath in and travels into your blood, 10mg is what you're breathing into your lungs
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and anything above 10 you'll cough out. When we monitor PM we count particles passing
through our analysers which gives us an idea of the concentration in the air. ETo appoint sources
to our PM the emissions would need to be modelled, for example, we need to estimate how
many gas boilers there are, car movements, planes taking off and try get an idea of what is
causing those. We can’t appoint sources on an automatic level as the monitors can't tell us
where the emissions have come from. The only way we could tell the make up of PM in the air
would be is to take a sample and have it analysed in a lab.

Longford Resident’s Association — Your presentation showed 22 monitoring stations, is
Heathrow transparent enough to say how many of those are in the airport? Half of local
residents work at Heathrow, so they are breathing it in night and day, you are not monitoring
that for 75,000 workers, so for people to be interested in this website, you ought to be including
what they need.

Heathrow — The 22 monitors are the air quality partnership monitors, 5 of them are owned and
operated by Heathrow. 1 on the runway and the rest are around the perimeter. Local authority
ones are spread out in the surrounding boroughs

Chair — How can the LCF members feed into the Airwatch website?

Heathrow — Comments can be made to me now or via email to the community engagement
team, just to make aware some things will be limited to what the developers can do.

Heathrow — Alan has covered there is a monitor on the airfield, so we are monitoring the
condition on the airfield. There is an air quality working group that is set up with Brian Stacey as
Independent Chair, under the CISHA umbrella as does this forum. Brian will be attending the
next LCF and that is the way in which you feed your comments into. It is for the air quality
working group to be holding this conversation.

ENGAGEMENT

Heathrow — comments further raised about Longford not receiving the postcard. The postcards
have been hand delivered and we will follow this up to understand if there has been an error
with delivery. We will make sure Longford receive postcards as soon as possible. We are sorry if
there has been a delivery issue, we unfortunately rely on third parties to deliver.

Ground Infrastructure Changes:
e Taxiway improvements for better runway alternation during easterly operations.
e Noise barrier at Longford to reduce noise impact.
e Requires planning permission from the London Borough of Hillingdon.
Civil Aviation Authority (CAA) Procedures:
e Heathrow to comply with the CAA airspace regulatory procedures to utilise the current
airspace structure for full runway alternation during easterly operations.

Cranford Agreement:
e In 1952 a verbal agreement prevented take-offs over Cranford, ended by the
Government in 2009 to offer more predictable noise respite.
e Previous planning permission expired; new application to be submitted.
Community Engagement:
e Aseries of local events will be held to inform and engage communities about the
project.
e Website has been updated with detailed information on easterly alternation.
Runway Alternation and Respite:
e Heathrow alternates runways during westerly operations for predictable noise respite.
e Easterly alternation will provide similar respite and noise-sharing during easterly
operations.
Environmental Impact:
e An Environmental Impact Assessment is required for the infrastructure changes.
e Some communities will experience new noise, as they have not experienced easterly
take offs from the northern runway.
Planning Application:
e London Borough of Hillingdon will conduct their public consultation once our planning
application has been submitted following our community engagement.

Harmondsworth Allotment Association — 70 access the website people don’t know where to find
the information as company information Is right at the bottom of the page.

Heathrow — On the postcard there is a QR code which can be scanned and direct you straight to
the website. We take your point about its accessibility and prevalence on the page.

William Byrd Primary Academy, Headteacher— 7he information was also emailed, and it is our
responsibility to pass on the information out to our community groups.

Heathrow — These events are open to everybody, unfortunately due to resource and time we
couldn’t go to all community areas. All of the events are open to everyone and you're all
welcome to attend. To add, anything that comes out from the community engagement team,
we would appreciate if you could all share it out to your community groups.

Longford Resident’s Association — /f you find out Longford haven't been engaged will you
redevelop an engagement event?

Heathrow — We will take it away and review what that process will look like, and how we can
make sure we engage with Longford Community.

Heathrow — Two statements were made at the July LCF:
e that Heathrow was buying Landsdowne House, which is false, and a third party is present
to clarify this.
e it was suggested by two members that compensation should be sought from Harlington
Hospice for the work done by the rangers, which is not something Heathrow would
pursue.

Harmondsworth Allotment Association — Steve did you tell the friends of the Harlington Hospice
that you had approached Heathrow to buy the site? As this was heard at the friends meeting.

Steve Curry — It was discussed that one of the options was to approach Heathrow, but we did
not approach Heathrow to buy the property before it was listed for sale.

Heathrow: To echo Steve, there was no secret meeting between Heathrow's CEO and Steve
regarding the purchase of Landsdowne House. Heathrow is proud of the work the rangers have
done at the Hospice and will continue supporting them until Landsdowne House closes, helping
to provide a positive environment for people going through difficult times.
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HEATHROW BUSINESS UPDATE: NIGEL MILTON

At the last LCF it was shared that Cameron Estate Agents had informed a local resident that
properties in Heathrow's local communities are heavily blighted by the prospect of Heathrow
expansion and are currently experiencing insurmountable issues with mortgage lenders not being
willing to lend.

In summary:

e We carry out quarterly analysis of local sales.

e Since 2023, there have been 8 properties on the market, within the previous
Compulsory Purchase Zone (CPZ). There have been 4 sales which were purchased by
Heathrow.

e T was listed in 2023 and had its price reduced at the end of 2023.

e The rest have seen no change since being listed.

e 14 properties have been removed from the market, not certain that they have sold.

Blight Scheme - Data since 2021 all for properties in Harmondsworth
e 5 applications received
e 2 successful, 2 unsuccessful and 1 under review

Hardship Scheme - Data since 2021 from all areas
e 42 applications
e 8 successful, 20 unsuccessful and 11 on hold/review
e 24 have been sold in the wider area, 26 are on the market since last year.
e In total 32 houses have been sold in the wide property area in the last year.

Friends of the Great Barn, Harmondsworth — We are getting property developers, not just
Heathrow purchasing these houses within the CFPZ, these investors purchase these properties
and then turn them into (Houses in multiple occupation) HMO's.

Heathrow — If you could provide us with more details and we can go back to review.

Poyle Bus Gate

Quoting from Slough Council, “ Consultation documents have been produced and an engineer is
currently doing the design.
